(SAR) information

This mobile phone model A7150 has been designed to comply with
applicable safety requirement for exposure to radio waves. This
requirement is based on scientific guidelines that include safety margins
designed to assure this safety of all persons, regardless of age and health.

• The radio wave exposure guidelines employ a unit of measurement
known as the Specific Absorption Rate, or SAR.
Tests for SAR are conducted using standardized method with the phone
transmitting at its highest certified power level in all used frequency
bands.

Access Codes
You can use the access codes described in this section to avoid
unauthorised use of your phone. The access codes (except PUK and PUK2
codes) can be changed by using the Change codes feature [Menu-9-5-6].

PIN code (4 to 8 digits)

The PIN (Personal Identification Number) code protects your SIM card
against unauthorised use. The PIN code is usually supplied with the SIM
card. When the PIN code request is set to On, your phone will request the
PIN code every time the phone is switched on.

(a telephone number, for example).

Press the keys corresponding to the required digits before manually
switching back to the appropriate text entry mode.

Using the Symbol Mode

The Symbol Mode enables you to enter various symbols or special
characters.

To enter a symbol, press the key. Use the navigation keys to select the
desired symbol and press the [OK] key.

Muting the Microphone

You can mute the microphone during a call by pressing the [Options] key
then selecting Mute or right soft key [Mute]. The handset can be unmuted
by pressing the Unmute menu or right soft key [Unmute]. When the
handset is muted, the caller cannot hear you, but you can still hear them.

DTMF tones while calling

To switch on DTMF tones while calling (e.g. to use the phone with an
automatic switchboard) press the key [Options] followed by Send DTMF –
DTMF on. Select DTMF off to disable DTMF tones. DTMF tones are
normally on.

Multiparty

The conference service provides you with the ability to have a
simultaneous conversation with more than one caller, if your network
service provider supports this feature. A multiparty can only be set up
when you have one active call and one call on hold, both calls having been
answered. Once a multiparty is set up, calls may be added, disconnected or
separated (that is, removed from the multiparty but still connected to you)
by the person who set up the multiparty. These options are all available
from the In-Call menu. The maximum callers in a multiparty are five. Once
started, you are in control of the multiparty, and only you can add calls to
the multiparty.

Making a Second Call

You can make a second call while currently on a call. Enter the second
number and press the . When the second call is connected, the first call
is automatically placed on hold. You can swap between calls, by pressing
the key.
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Setting Up a multiparty
To set up a multiparty, place one call on hold and while the active call is
on, press the left soft key and then select the Join menu of multiparty.

Activate the multiparty on Hold

To activate a multiparty on hold, press the key. Alternatively press the
left soft key [Options] and select Multiparty/Hold all calls. Other users on
hold will stay connected. To return to multiparty mode, press the left soft
key [Options] followed by multiparty.

Adding Calls to the multiparty

To add a call to an existing Multiparty, press the left soft key, and then
select the Join menu of multiparty.

Private Call in a multiparty

To have a private call with one caller from a multiparty, display the
number of the caller you wish to talk to on the screen, then press the left
soft key. Select the Private menu of multiparty to put all the other callers
on hold.

Ending a multiparty

Currently displayed caller from a multiparty can be disconnected by
pressing the key.

Java is a technology developed by Sun Microsystems. Similar to the way
you would download the Java Applet using the standard Netscape or MS
Internet Explorer browsers, Java MIDIet can be downloaded using the
WAP enabled phone. Depending on the service provider, all Java based
programs such as Java games can be downloaded and run on a phone.
Once downloaded, the Java program can be viewed within the Games &
Apps menu where you can select, execute or delete. The Java program files
saved in the phone are in .JAD and .JAR formats.

nn Note  • The JAR file is a compressed format of the Java program and the JAD
file is a description file that includes all detailed information. From the
network, prior to download, you can view all detailed file descriptions
from the JAD file.

• While being based on a standard language (J2ME), not all Java
applications are compatible with all handsets on sale insofar as specific
libraries may be used for a telephone model. The software may be
blocked or switch itself on when Java applications not specifically
developed for the phone this manual refers to are downloaded, making
it necessary to “restart” the handset. We would like to point out that
these problems are caused by incompatible applications and are not a
product fault.

nn Warning  Only J2ME (Java 2 Micro Edition) based programs will run in a
phone environment.
The J2SE (Java 2 Standard Edition) based programs will only run
in a PC environment.

The content depends on the
service provider.

The A7150 telephone incorporates EDGE technology (Enhanced Data
Rates for Global Evolution) which increases data transmission capacity to
a maximum of 200Kb/s.

Therefore EDGE makes it possible to enjoy increased speed for a large
number of applications such as Internet connections, file receipt and
transmission (photos, audio and so on)  and in general to use existing
services with a considerable improvement in the service.

EDGE telephones use GSM/GPRS network infrastructures after proper
updating by network operators. Check with your operator for service
availability and EDGE network coverage.

Home (Menu 4.1.1)

Connect to a homepage. The homepage may be the site which is defined in
the activated profile.

When a new Java program is downloaded using the WAP, the address
from which a download takes place is known as a bookmark. The Java
menu includes a bookmark list for downloading Java programs and this
bookmark list can be viewed from the Favourites menu.

Go to URL (Menu 4.1.3)

You can directly connect to the site you want. You need to enter a specific URL.
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Access point (Menu 4.1.4)

The profiles identify the configurations for WAP connections and sending
and receiving multimedia messages. The telephone must be configured to
connect to your operator’s Gateway in the same way as a PC Internet
connection. Various profiles can be entered in this menu: please note that
WAP and MMS profiles are separate and therefore both profiles must be
entered. Contact your operator for information about WAP and MMS
configuration parameters.

The telephone also supports Over The Air (OTA) technology which allows you to
configure the telephone via a self-configuring text message.

IP address: Input the IP address of the WAP gateway you access.

APN: Input the APN of the GPRS.

User ID: The users identify for your APN server.

Password: The password required by your APN server.

• Connection Type: The options for connection type are Temporary or
Continuous and depend on the gateway you are using.

HTTP: Connecting Clients to Server directly in HTTP.

Continuous: A confirmed delivery mechanism but generates more network
traffic.

Temporary: A non-confirmed (connectionless) service.

• Proxy settings

IP address: Input the IP address of the Proxy server you access.

Port: Input the Proxy Port.

• DNS settings

Primary server: Input the IP address of the primary DNS server you access.

Secondary server: Input the IP address of the secondary DNS server you
access.

• Secure settings: According to the used gateway port, you can choose this
option as On or Off.
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• Display image: You can select whether images on WAP cards are
displayed or not.

Cache settings (Menu 4.1.5)

The information or services you have accessed are stored in the cache
memory of the phone.

Clear cache 

Remove all contexts saved in cache.

Allow cache

Set a value whether a connection attempt is made through cache or not.

nn  Note  A cache is a buffer memory, which is used to store data temporarily.

Cookies settings (Menu 4.1.6)

Cookies are used to save personal information/favourites related to sites
(e.g. User ID and password) to allow for immediate recognition the next
time you access the site. This menu can be used to disable or delete
cookies.

] Delete cookies: Remove all cookies.

] Allow cookies: Set a value whether a connection attempt is made
through cookie or not.

Security certificates (Menu 4.1.7)

A list of the available certificates is shown.

] View: View the information of the selected certificate.

] Delete: Delete the certificate.(You can see this menu only for
certificates are allowed to be deleted.)

] Delete all: Delete all sertificates which are allowed to be deleted.
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Information (Menu 4.1.8)

The WAP Browser version is displayed.

The following menus can be viewed when online or connected to a WAP site:

] Move to: This menu offers browsing options for use with WAP sites.

• Home: links to Homepage of profile in use.

• Back: links to WAP page viewed prior to current page.

• Forward: links to WAP page following current page (only if already
viewed).

• Move to URL: allows link to WAP address (URL) entered by user.

Multimedia messages can
be formed of a maximum of 10 slides which do not exceed 100 KB.

1. Enter the Message menu by pressing the left soft key [Select].

2. If you want to write a new message, select Write multimedia message.

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New contact Menu 8.2

You can add a address book entry by using this function. Phone memory
capacity is 250 entries.

Ringtones (Menu 9.1.1)

Shows and plays ringtones. A7150 supplies 10 default ringtones. There can
be downloaded ringtones from Ringtone shops.

Volume (Menu 9.1.2)

Can control Ringtone, Key Tone, In call Volume and Ear Mic attached
volume. The others (slide tone volume, message tone volume, etc...)
depend on Ringtone volume.

Ring alert type (Menu 9.1.3)

Supports 3 ring alert type. Ring, Ring & Vibration and Ring After
Vibration. It is available on Ringtone volume level 1~5. 

Message alert tones (Menu 9.1.4)

You can select 4 message alert tones. 

Key tones (Menu 9.1.5)

You can select 5 key tones including Voice Keytone.

Slide tones (Menu 9.1.6)

You can select 3 slide tones. It will be played on slide on and off.

Voice recorder (Menu 9.1.7)

See page 90 for further details.

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Display Menu 9.2

Wallpaper (Menu 9.2.1)

You can select the background pictures in standby mode. There are 2
folders that include graphics and pictures originated from built-in camera
or web sites. No Wallpaper make the background be white.

Backlight timeout (Menu 9.2.2)

You can set the light-up duration of the internal display. There are 3 light-
up durations, 10, 20, 30 seconds.

Languages (Menu 9.2.3)

You can change the language for the display texts in your phone. This
change will also affect the Language Input mode. A7150 supports English,
French, Spanish.

Menu style (Menu 9.2.4)

You can change the top menu styles, iconic grid and list style.

Greeting note (Menu 9.2.5)

If you select On, you can edit the text which is displayed in standby mode.

nn Note  If Info messages are enabled on Channel 50, the standby text is shown
alternatively with the location name. See [Menu 5-8] for more
information about Info messages.

Handset scheme (Menu 9.2.6)

You can choose 4 kinds of color schemes, Metalic style, Clean style, Clear
style and Paper style.

You can preview the current state of the selected menu before open the
menu. The state is shown at bottom of the display.

Date & Time Menu 9.3

You can set functions relating to the date and time.

Set date (Menu 9.3.1)

You can enter the current date.

Date format (Menu 9.3.2)

You can set the Date format such as YYYY/MM/DD, DD/MM/YYYY,
MM/DD/YYYY. (D: Day / M: Month / Y: Year).

Set time (Menu 9.3.3)

You can enter the current time.

Time format (Menu 9.3.4)

Your can set the time format between 24-hour and 12-hour.
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Call Menu 9.4

To change the settings for call diverting:

Call forwarding (Menu 9.4.1)

When this network service is activated, you can direct your incoming calls
to another number, for example, to your voice mailbox number. For
details, contact your service provider. Select one of the divert options, for
example, select If busy to divert voice calls when your number is busy or
when you reject incoming calls.

] All voice calls: Diverts voice calls unconditionally.

] If busy: Diverts voice calls when the phone is in use.

] If no reply: Diverts voice calls which you do not answer.

] If out of reach: Diverts voice calls when the phone is switched off or
out of coverage.

] All data calls: Diverts to a number with a PC connection
unconditionally.

] All fax calls: Diverts to a number with a fax connection
unconditionally.

The following menu corresponds to each option:

• Activate: Activates the corresponding service.

- To other number: Inputs the number for diverting.

- To favourite number: You can check recent five diverted numbers.

• Cancel: Cancels the corresponding service.

• View status: Checks the status of the service.

] Cancel All: Cancels all call divert service.
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Answer mode (Menu 9.4.2)

Allows you to determine when to answer the phone.

] Slide open: When the phone rings, you can answer a call simply by
sliding up the keypad.

] Any key: You can answer an incoming call by pressing any key, except
the key.

] Send only: You can answer an incoming call by only pressing the 
key.

Send my number (Menu 9.4.3)

This network service allows you to set your phone number to be displayed
On or hidden Off from the person to whom you are calling. Select Set by
network to reset the phone to the setting that you have agreed upon with
your service provider.

Call waiting (Menu 9.4.4)

The network will notify you of a new incoming call while you have a call
in progress. Select Activate to request the network to activate call waiting,
Cancel to request the network to deactivate call waiting, or View status, to
check if the function is active or not.

Minute minder (Menu 9.4.5)

This option allows you to specify whether the phone must beep every
minute during an outgoing call to keep you informed of the length of the
call.

Auto redial (Menu 9.4.6)

Select On, and your phone will make a maximum of three attempts to
connect the call after an unsuccessful call attempt.
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Send DTMF (Menu 9.4.7)

You can send the DTMF (dual tone multi-frequency) tones of the number
on the display during a call.

This option is helpful for entering a password or account number when you
call an automated system, like a banking service.

Security settings Menu 9.5

Various codes and passwords are used to protect the features of your
phone. They are described in the following sections (see pages 24).

PIN Code request (Menu 9.5.1)

When the PIN code request feature is enabled, you must enter your PIN
each time you switch the phone on. Consequently, any person who does
not have your PIN cannot use your phone without your approval.

nn Note  Before disabling the PIN code request feature, you must enter your PIN.

The following options are available:

] Enable: You must enter the PIN each time the phone is switched on.

] Disable: The phone connects directly to the network when you switch it
on.

nn Warning If you enter the wrong PIN code more than three times on
switching on the phone, the SIM card blocks itself. If the PIN is
blocked you must enter the PUK code. The PUK code can be
entered up to 10 times. If you enter the wrong PUK code more than
10 times, it will be impossible to unblock the SIM card. In this case
contact your network operator.

Settings
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Phone lock (Menu 9.5.2)

You can use security code to avoid unauthorized use of the phone. If you
set phone lock to When SIM Changed, your phone will request security
code only when you change your SIM card. If you want to lock your phone
after power on, set Phone Lock to Immediately.

] When switch on 

• Off: No security code needs to be entered when switching on the
phone.

• Always on: The security code is requested whenever the phone is
switched on.

• When SIM changed: The security code is only requested if the SIM
card is changed.

] Immediately  
After entering the correct security code, the telephone becomes inactive
and locks. If you wish to disable the telephone lock feature, the correct
security code must be entered after pressing the right ‘Unlock’ key. If
your telephone is locked when switched off, it will still be locked when
switched back on.

Auto Key Lock timeout (Menu 9.5.3)

When you enable Automatic key lock, keypad will be lock automatically
on an idle screen after selected seconds without any key requesting. if you
set to Off, keypad will not be locked automatically.

nn Note  If you want to unlock your phone keypad, press the left soft key [unlock]
key and then press right key. But if you enabled Automatic key lock
before, your phone keypad will be unlock and then after selected seconds
the keypad will be lock up again automatically.

Settings
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Call barring (Menu 9.5.4)

Call barring allows you to restrict from making and receiving calls with
your phone. For this function, you need the barring password, which you
can obtain from your service provider.

The following options are available:

] All outgoing calls: Calls cannot be made.

] Outgoing  international: International calls cannot be made.

] O/G (Outgoing) international except home country: When abroad,
calls can be made only to numbers within the current country and to your
home country, which is where your home network provider is located.

] All incoming: Calls cannot be received.

] Incoming when abroad: Calls cannot be received when you are using
your phone outside your home service area.

] Cancel all : All call barring settings are deactivated; calls can be made
and received normally.

] Change password: You can set and change the call barring password
obtained from your service provider using this option. You must enter
the current password before you can specify a new one. Once you have
entered a new password, you are asked to confirm it by entering it again.

nn Note  To use Call Barring service, you must input the network password.
When calls are barred, calls may be possible to certain emergency
numbers in some networks.

Fixed dial number (Menu 9.5.5)

Allows you to restrict your outgoing calls to selected phone numbers, if
this function is supported by your SIM card. The PIN2 code is required.

The following options are available:

] Enable: You can only call phone numbers stored in the Contact. You
must enter your PIN2.

] Disable: You can call any number.

] Number List: You can view the number list saved as fixed dial number.

nn  Note  Not all SIM cards have a PIN2. If your SIM card does not, this menu
option is not displayed.

Change codes (Menu 9.5.6)

The Change codes feature allows you to change your current password to a
new one. You must enter the current password before you can specify a
new one.

You can change the access codes: Security code, PIN1 Code, PIN2 Code.

nn Note  PIN: Personal Identification Number.

Connection Menu 9.6

Network (Menu 9.6.1)

You can select a network which will be registered either automatically or
manually. Usually, the network selection is set to Automatic.

nn Note  A different network other than the local network can only be selected if
the roaming contract with the national network provider offers said
service.

] Automatic

If you select Automatic mode, the phone will automatically search for and
select a network for you. Once you have selected “Automatic”, the phone
will be set to “Automatic” even though the power is off and on.

] Manual

The phone will find the list of available networks and show you them.
Then you can select the network which you want to use if this network has
a roaming agreement with your home network operator. The phone let you
select another network if the phone fails to access the selected network.

] Preferred

You can set a list of preferred networks and the phone attempts to register
with first, before attempting to register to any other networks. This list is
set from the phone’s predefined list of known networks.

GPRS attach (Menu 9.6.2)

If you select Switch on and you are in a network that supports packet data, the
phone registers to the GPRS network and sending short messages will be done
via GPRS. Also, starting an active packet data connection, for example, to send
and receive e-mail, is quicker. If you select When Needed, the phone will use
a packet data connection only if you start an application or action that needs it.
The GPRS connection is closed after it is not used by any application.

nn Note  If there is no GPRS coverage and you have chosen Switch on, the phone
will periodically try to establish a packet data connection.

Reset settings Menu 9.7

You can easily reset your phone to its default configuration. To do so,
proceed, as follows.

1. Select the Reset Settings menu option.

2. Enter the 4-digit phone password. 

nn  Note  The password is preset to 0000.
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Please check to see if any problems you have encountered with the phone
are described in this section before taking the phone in for a service or
calling a service engineer.

Q How do I view the list of outgoing calls, incoming calls and missed
calls?

A Press the key.

Q How do I clear all call history?

A Press the left soft key [Menu] and then the key.

Q How do I view all numbers stored in memory?

A Press the left soft key [Menu] and then key.

Q Why is the connection inconsistent or not audible in certain areas?

A When frequency environment is unstable in a certain area, connection
may be inconsistent and not audible. Relocate to another area and try
again.

Q Why is the connection not consistent abruptly disconnects even when
established?

A When frequency is unstable or weak or if there are too many users,
connection may be cut off even after it was established. Please try again
later or attempt after relocating to other areas.

Q&A
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Q Why does the LCD not turn on?

A Remove the battery and turn on the power after placing it back on. 
If there is no change, fully charge the battery and try again.

Q Why is there an echo when a connection is made with certain
telephones in a certain area?

A This is called the ‘Echo Phenomenon’, where it occurs if connection
volume is too high or caused by special properties (semi electronic
telephone exchange) of the equipment on the other end.

Q Why does the phone heat up?

A The phone may get hot when there is a very long call duration or when
games are played or even when surfing the Internet for a long time. This
has no effect upon the life of the product or performance.

Q Why is there no ring tone, but only a blinking LCD screen?

A Phone may be set to ‘Vibration All’ or in ‘Silent All’ mode. In the
Sound menu, please select Volume → Ringtone → Volume 1 ~ Volume
5, or Vol5&Vib.

Q Why does the battery life get shorter in standby mode?

A The battery is worn out. As time passes, the battery life gradually
becomes shorter. If the battery lasts about half the amount of time as
when first purchased, it’s time to purchase a new battery.

Q Why does the battery run out so quickly during normal use?

A It is due to the user environment or a large number of calls or weak
signal.

Q&A
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Q Why is no number dialled when you recall a Address Book entry?

A Check that the number has been stored correctly by using the Address
book Search feature. Re-store them, if necessary.

Q Why can’t my correspondent reach me?

A Is you phone switched on ( pressed for more than three seconds)?
Are you accessing the right cellular network? Or, you may have set an
incoming call barring option.

Q I cannot find the lock, PIN, or PUK code. What is my password?

A The default lock code is ‘0000’. If you forget or lose the lock code,
contact your phone dealer. If you forget or lose a PIN or PUK code, or
if you have not received such a code, contact your network service
provider.

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There are various accessories for your mobile phone. You can select these
options according to your personal communication requirements.
